It is important to state clearly that we have verified several times the accuracy of the
kidnapping statistics generated by the Phoenix Police Department. The question of
definitions and accuracy were asked and answered in August (see attachment). We
have confidence in the outstanding work done by the men and women of the Phoenix
Police Department from the front line officers to the supervisors up to and including
Public Safety Manager Jack Harris.

We are available to discuss and review our home invasion and kidnapping statistics,
which have been thoroughly reviewed and vetted by the hard-working detectives of our
Drug Enforcement Bureau, a nationally accredited center of excellent police work.
